EDWARD CARR, PH.D.
Department of Psychology, State
University of New York at Stony Brook

Repairing and Enhancing Quality of Life:
Achievable and Hopeful

Edward Carr, PhD,
Leading Professor in the
Dept. of Psychology at

. the State University of
New York at Stony Brook,
is internationally recog-
nized for his research on
new treatments for autism
and related disabilities.
He is one of the co-developers of Func-
tional Behavioral Assessment and Positive
Behavior Support, a strategy for dealing
with learning and behavior issues en-
dorsed in the Individuals With Disabilities
Education Act. Dr. Carr is the author of
the best-selling book, Communication-
Based Intervention for Problem Behavior
(Paul H. Brookes, 1994). He has received
numerous awards including the Applied
Research Award in Behavior Analysis
(American Psychological Association,
2001), the Distinguished Research Award
for Career Achievement (the Arc, Asso-
ciation for Retarded Citizens, 1999), and
a Certificate of Commendation (Autism
Society of America, 1981). Dr. Carr is a
Past President of the Association for
Positive Behavior Support. He is a Fellow
of the American Psychological Associ-
ation and the American Association on
Intellectual and Developmental Dis-
abilities. He also serves on the Panel of
Professional Advisors of the Autism
Society of America.

The UN Convention on the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities: What It Means
to You, What You Should Do

P john A. Lancaster serves
as the Executive Director
of the National Council
on Independent Living.
NCIL is the oldest
disability grassroots
organization run by and
for people with disabili-
ties. NCIL advances the
independent living philosophy and
advocates for the full integration and
participation of people with disabilities in
society. Mr. Lancaster is a native of the
Hamburg, New York. He graduated from
the University of Notre Dame in 1967
with a B.A. in the General Program of
Liberal Studies. As a Second Lieutenant in
the United States Marine Corps, he
commanded an infantry platoon in
combat during the Vietham War earning
a Purple Heart and Bronze Star in 1968.
Following military service, he returned to
Notre Dame to for a law degree. Since
1974, he has worked as a civil rights
attorney working on issues related to the
integration and empowerment of people
with disabilities. He has served in
government from 1981-1987 for
Governor Harry Hughes of Maryland as
the Director of the Office for Individuals
with Disabilities and again from 1991-
2000 with the President’s Committee on
Employment of People with Disabilities.
From 1995-2000.




Session Topics

B Advocacy/Self-Advocacy: Acquiring advocacy skills and
hearing self-advocacy experiences are critical to becoming an
effective advocate. These sessions will help you gain the skills
you need.

m Preventive Approaches to Challenging Behavior:
Problem behavior can be prevented through positive interven-
tions and supports. These sessions describe effective methods for
teaching alternative ways to communicate and decrease the use
of problem behavior.

m Communication and Social Interactions: What Works.
Gain information on enhancing the communication of indi-
viduals with severe communication impairments. There are
opportunities to learn new strategies and explore equipment that
can augment communication and enhance social interactions
among individuals with disabilities and their peers.

® Community Living: Listen, learn, and participate with a
variety of individuals and agencies that have a long-term
commitment to individual community supports. Topics of
discussion include: friendships, individual supports, learning to
listen, creative housing options, focusing on people (not
programs), and the value of community contribution.

B Inclusive Education: There are many issues affecting the
delivery of inclusive special education services, ranging from
teacher knowledge to administrative structures to individual atti-
tudes. Education sessions have been grouped into categories to
help participants identify those sessions of most interest to them.

Philosophy of Inclusion: These sessions present local and
international perspectives on the evolution or philosophy of
inclusive education and how it affects service delivery.

Educational Advocacy and IEP Participation: Join sessions to
learn more about IEP development, parent-school partner-
ships, and self-advocacy by students.

Curriculum & Instruction Strategies that Work: Educators,
administrators, and family members will enjoy these sessions
that address strategies for teaching students within the
general education curriculum.

Restructuring for Inclusive Schools: Change is difficult, and
when making a shift to a new way of delivering special
education services, a systematic approach needs to be
developed. These sessions present successful change
strategies and discuss district or school restructuring efforts
within the current educational climate.

Transition Planning for Life Beyond School: This group of
sessions presents best and proven practices in planning the
transition of services and planning for post-school participa-
tion in the community.

Post Secondary Education: For many students, life after high
school involves college or some kind of community educa-
tion. In these sessions, inclusive post-secondary education
options for students with significant disabilities are described.

Preparation of Personnel: With growing pressures to validate
our practices — and the demand for effective online delivery
formats — teacher educators need more than ever to get a
handle on what’s new in teacher education. Sessions in this
topic area explore these issues.

Education Assessment: This topic area focuses on delivering
meaningful evaluations and improving outcomes through
effective design and alternate assessment.

Educational Interventions for Students With The Most
Significant Cognitive and Sensory Disabilities: Participants
will learn about innovative, evidence-based practices to
increase communication skills in this population of students
and effectively transition high school aged students to post
secondary environments. One session in this strand is
designed as an cracker barrel session in which conference
attendees can join others interested in discussing issues and
practice in educating these students.

m Employment Supports (or Employment and Careers):
Each one of us wants a satisfying job in which we can be self-
sufficient and proud of our work. In these sessions, personal,
organizational and state systems perspectives are shared for
creating individualized employment options and providing
meaningful work opportunities. Thursday’s sessions focus on
organizational and systemic change; Friday’s sessions focus on
successful individualized supports for employment.

m Friendships and Family Relationships Considerations

and Opportunities: In these sessions, a variety of family issues

will be discussed, including considerations for international fam-

ilies and the unique perceptions of parents and siblings. Sessions

will also address opportunities for positive social relationships

and life-long friendships among students with and without 3
disabilities.

® International Culture and Disability: It is important to
understand the issues related to disability from the experiences
and perspective of individuals from culturally diverse back-
grounds. These sessions provide an opportunity for enhancing
cultural competency and promoting cross-cultural exchanges
that advance our knowledge of diversity and improve our
practice for enriching the quality of education and life for
people with disabilities.

m Legal and Public Policy Issues: Family members, educa-
tors, and other service providers will enjoy these sessions that
discuss current trends in the law that affect people with disabili-
ties. Sessions also include policy discussions that influence those
trends.

m Determining My Future: Person-Centered Planning:
Person-Centered — that's where it all starts — and the only way
for individuals with disabilities to create their own futures.
Person-centered planning is a process-oriented approach to
empowering people with disabilities to determine what they
want for their own lives. Person-centered planning puts the
individuals (rather than systems) in charge of defining the direc-
tion for their lives. These sessions will provide resources that
enable people with disabilities to direct their own journey to
success, and will provide information for family members and
support staff to learn how to act as guides.

m Perspectives on Disability: Misperceptions, historical per-
spectives, and judgments based on first impressions are barriers
to many people with developmental disabilities. These sessions
will help dispel inappropriate myths and beliefs by sharing first
hand experiences of these prejudices and behaviors. Even the
most seasoned of disability advocates will have the opportunity
to become more accepting by attending these sessions.

FULL-DAY WORKSHOPS -

TT1 - Positive Strategies: Developing
Individualized Behavioral Supports in
Schools, Presenters: Dan Crimmins and
Anne Farrell

This day-long session will present a
step-by-step approach to providing indi-
vidualized positive behavioral supports for
students with challenging behaviors. The
workshop will focus on collaborative team
approaches to functional behavioral
assessment (FBA) and behavior interven-
tion planning (BIP) and offer concrete
steps and strategies for a range of problem
behaviors. The first half of the day will
take attendees through the steps in
conducting the FBA; the second half will
present how to identify components of the
BIP that will address the needs identified
in the FBA.

TT2 - Presuming Competence: Supporting
Membership, Participation, and Learning
of General Education Curriculum in the
General Education Classroom by Students
with the Most Significant Disabilities,
Presenters: Cheryl Jorgensen and Michael
McSheehan

This workshops will describe the
results of a 4-year OSEP Model Demon-
stration Project called “Beyond Access”
that helped schools fully include students
with the most significant disabilities in
age-appropriate general education classes
and instruction based on the expectation
that they can learn with the appropriate

supports. Video clips of students with
intellectual and other developmental
disabilities and of their team’s instruc-
tional planning meetings will be used to
illustrate the specific practices of the
“Beyond Access” model that are effective
for supporting inclusion and learning.

TT3 - Inclusive Education: Global
Perspectives, Presenters: Tara McLaughlin,
Hyun-Sook Park and Ashleigh Molloy

As countries move toward inclusion,
there are many complex questions to
address in order to ensure that policy and
practice are grounded in the needs and
desires of these individuals. This work-
shop will explore questions and present
information on topics related to disability
in other countries: (a) attitudes, (b) current
status of education services, (c) outcomes
for individuals with disabilities, (d) defin-
ing inclusion, and (e) leadership and
advocacy.

TT4 — DATA Project: A School-Based
Approach to Providing Services for
Children with ASD, Presenters: llene
Schwartz and Bonnie McBride

Project DATA (Developmentally
Appropriate Treatment for Autism) has
been providing services to children with
ASD for 10 years. Our model combines
best practices from Applied Behavior
Analysis and Early Childhood Special
Education. Although this project began
providing services to preschool children,
we have expanded the model to meet the
needs of toddlers and elementary students.

TT5 — A Training Curriculum in Positive
Behavior Support for Children with
Autism and Other Disabilities, Presenters:
Bobbie Vaughn and Lise Fox

This workshop will provide inservice
and preservice personnel and other pro-
viders who support families of children
with autism and other disabilities with a
“train the trainers” workshop of a field
tested curriculum for designing interven-
tions for young children with challenging
behavior. Participants in the workshop
will receive the training modules via a
CD, discuss strategies for training, and
learn techniques for addressing common
challenges when providing personnel
preparation in this area of autism and
other related disabilities.

WORKSHOPS -

TT6 - Effective Literacy Instruction for
ALL Students, Presenters: Susan Copeland
and Liz Keefe

This half-day interactive workshop
teaches participants research-based strate-
gies to assess and teach literacy skills to
individuals with moderate or severe dis-
abilities, including persons with intellec-
tual disabilities, multiple disabilities, or
autism spectrum disorders. It includes
discussion, demonstration, and hands-on
learning activities related to literacy assess-
ment and instructional strategies in each
of the critical components of an effective
reading program: phonological awareness
and phonics, vocabulary, text comprehen-
sion, fluency, and oral language.

TT7 — Making a Difference: Activating
Creative Partnerships with Direct Support
Professionals, Presenter: John O’Brien
Good direct support can make all the
difference in the world to the lives of
individuals with developmental disabili-
ties and their families. While seldom seen
as glamorous, a person-centered approach
to the work can be deeply meaningful
both to those who do it and to those who
benefit from it as they take their rightful
place as valued and contributing citizens.
This workshop will focus on how direct
support workers can engage their hearts,
minds and hands in creating relationships
which enable community participation
and membership and how human service
organizations can support them to do so.

TT8 — Proven Strategies for Youth
Development, Leadership and Transition,
Presenters: Curtis Richards and Rebecca
Hare

This workshop will be an interactive
discussion of emerging trends in improv-
ing transition outcomes for youth with
disabilities. There are five categories,
called Guideposts for Success, which
can help steer families, institutions and
youth themselves through the transition
processes. Youth with disabilities need
to experience informed choice based
decisionmaking and have opportunities to
engage and grow as self-advocates in
youth leadership and development
programs. How to assess the needs of
youth in your area, where to access these
programs, and how to get one started in
your area, are just a few of the questions
that will be answered in this conversation.

TT9 — Retrofit and Universal Design:
Two Approaches to Differentiation of
Instruc-tion, Presenters: Rich Villa, Jacque
Thousand, Ann Nevin and Robin M. Smith
In this workshop, participants will see
demonstrated and practice how to com-
bine collaborative planning and teaching
to effectively differentiate instruction in
inclusive classrooms. Intended for both
novice and seasoned professionals, the
workshop will examine two approaches to
differentiating instruction. Participants will
learn both a retrofit and a universal design
for learning (UDL) approach for meeting
the multifaceted needs of all students in a
diverse classroom. They will see both
approaches in action through documen-
tary DVD/video examples. This highly
interactive session will feature easy-to-use,
teacher-tested, and research-based tools
and strategies.

TT10-Supporting Parents with Intellectual
Disabilities and their Families, Presenter:
Susan Yuan

This interactive workshop will discuss
what parents identify as effective supports
and explore issues in putting those sup-
ports in place, such as: 1) parents who do
not meet eligibility requirements for exist-
ing programs such as Medicaid Waivers in
Developmental Services. How do we help
them find resources for their support? 2) en-
couraging authorities to use an assets
model in working with families 3) the role
of assessments in helping families keep their
children in situations that go to court. What
assessments are out there, and what are
their strengths? 4) strategies to help families
build capacity to nurture their children
and improve their living circumstances.

TT11 - Accessing the General Education
Curriculum Using Peer Support Strategies,
Presenters: Nitasha Clark and Erik Carter
This workshop is aimed at providing
practitioners with the information to
implement peer support strategies and the
research-based rationale for the use of
peer support strategies. In the first part of
the session, we will discuss how to imple-
ment peer support strategies in general
education classrooms. In the second part
of our session, we will provide an over-
view of research focusing on the aca-
demic and social outcomes to students
with and without disabilities involved in
peer supports strategies in middle and
high school general education classrooms.

TT12 — Making Social Relationships an
Integral Part of Sexuality, Presenters:
Charles Dukes and Pamela Lamar-Dukes

In this workshop, the presenters will
briefly discuss current knowledge
regarding the development of social
relationships for individuals with signifi-
cant disabilities. This information will be
placed within a framework advocating for
the development of potentially intimate
social relationships. A social relationship
framework simply states that all individu-
als regardless of ability should have the
opportunity to develop a social relation-
ship. Finally, the presenters will present
specific approaches to understanding
individual differences in relation to
developing social relationships and a
planning process for assisting those who
desire social relationships.

TT13 - Bodies in Motion: Engaging
Learning and Building Community,
Presenter: Mara Sapon-Shevin

This workshop will model teaching
and learning strategies that engage the
whole person *- who comes to school
with a body and a brain. Rather than
treating the body as “transportation for the
brain,” we will use movement, music,
creative activities and games to learn
academic curriculum in ways that are
engaging and fun.

TT14 - Post-Secondary Education Options
for Students with Significant Disabilities,
Presenters: Lynne Sommerstein and Terri
Ward

This workshop will explore models for
college campus-based transition services
that will help students with significant
disabilities develop the skills to live, learn,
work and play in their communities. The
session will identify: process of identifying
appropriate community or four-year
colleges; admission requirements; sup-
ports for the students on campus; funding
sources; outcomes for the transitioning
students with disabilities and matriculated
college students. Participants will be en-
couraged to share proposals and materials
with others.

TT15 — Creating Transportation Solutions
in Your Communities, Presenters: Karen
Wolf-Branigan

Conventional and innovative transpor-
tation services for people of all ages will
be the focus of this workshop. We will do
interactive exercises to support learners
interested in advocating for improved,
accessible transportation services in their
own communities.
